Did you know?

What should I look for? (for d/hh kids)

» Multiple voice choices

If you can record your voice, even better!
Natural > synthesized

» Turn on/off text
Auditory training/reading
» Visual reinforcement

Movement/flashing

Where is the information kept?

» Online or “in the Cloud”
» Will need Internet access

» The app may be a part of a whole

program/software that you purchase (e.g.,
eCove, IEP PAL)

» How many licenses will you purchase!?
» On the device itself

» May have limited memory — can store media
(documents, pictures, videos) on flash drives

» Once you erase it, it'’s gone (or very hard to
retrieve)
